There are 45 days for the submission of
comments by the public in relation to the
Application. The comment period will begin
on May 28 and end at midnight on July 12. All
comments received during this comment period
will be considered.

The intention of seeking public comments is to
ensure that all potential effects — environmental,
economic, social, heritage and health — that might
result from the proposed Project are identified for
consideration as part of the assessment process.
